My name is Ruby Sotelo and I hope that you may take a few minutes to review this information regarding SPAN the GaP, Inc., a new non-profit agency serving at-risk children and families in the Manassas area.
SPAN the GaP, Inc. was launched by myself, a special education teacher and advocate and school psychologist, Cindy Hagenhoff. Our mission is to provide individualized services for at-risk children and families targeting needs relating to education, behavior and self-advocacy. So many of our children are at a disadvantage due to poverty and a lack of exposure and experience, we believe we can span that gap and provide the support necessary to foster hope and inspire learning.
 

We are currently seeking sponsors for two of our programs. 
· Curious Kids & Parents is designed to support, teach and empower parents of at-risk preschoolers. Weekly sessions with children and their parent(s) provide a topic oriented presentation, activities, discussion, interactive group play, and snack.  One 90 minute session requires a $150 sponsorship.  This program will be provided at no cost to the participants and sponsorship is tax-deductible.
· Homework Rescue provides homework assistance and tutoring for at-risk middle and high school students while also providing a safe location for otherwise unsupervised after-school hours. Two-hour sessions are offered where students have access to experienced instructors, school supplies, computers and snacks. Each session requires a $150 sponsorship. This program will be provided at no cost to the participants and sponsorship is tax-deductible.  
 
Additionally, by offering affordable educational assessment, consultation and tutoring services, SPAN the GaP strives to preempt educational problems. For us, a crucial part of the mission is working with parents and empowering them to become better advocates for their children. By offering bilingual services, in English and Spanish, we hope to expand our reach to low-income, at-risk and local families who speak English as a second language.
